Although skating participation in the United States has declined in recent years, it still claims more than 19 million participants, according to 2003 data by the Sporting Goods Manufacturers Association - more than either soccer or tennis.  While many of these skaters are young, the average age at Camp Rollerblade is 46 years.  “You are never too old to learn a new trick”, says Wright.
